Starting from 2010,
the Leisure and Cultural Services Department will be organizing an annual Chinese Opera Festival
as a cultural showcase of traditional operatic art from various regions of China. The international
community will be able to see many of China’s intangible cultural heritage conglomerating here in
Hong Kong.

The Chinese Opera Festival will run for 48 days and feature eight operatic art genres sung in eight
different vernacular forms — Peking Opera, Kunqu Opera, Yue Opera, Cantonese Opera, Chiuchow
Opera, Sichuan Opera and two ancient theatrical genres, the Puxian Opera of Fujian and Zhengzi Opera
of Guangdong. While preserving and respecting the cultural and artistic heritage, we also hope that the
Festival would make a wonderful and memorable theatrical feast for lovers of the arts.

We have invited twelve troupes to perform in the inaugural programme of the Chinese Opera Festival.
Apart from presenting more than thirty performances, there will be a rich variety of activities to
enhance appreciation, such as a symposium on the future development of Chinese traditional theatre,
guided talks, seminars, exhibitions and shows organized for schools only. The idea is to inculcate in
our young people knowledge and understanding of the Chinese traditional art forms.

I would like to extend a warm welcome to the participating artists and groups from various cities and
provinces of the Mainland and from Hong Kong. Thanks to your hard work, the many treasures of

Chinese culture could be conserved for our future generations.

The programme of the Festival promises to be a wonderful tapestry of Chinese opera music, colours
and performing talents.

I wish the Chinese Opera Festival a great success and hope you would enjoy all the shows.

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Kunqu Opera

Kunqu is also known as Kunqu opera. It has a history of more than five hundred years, and is one of the oldest genres of opera in
China. As carly as the late Yuan to early Ming Dynasty, a southern singing style (Kunshan style) was already enjoying immense
popularity. Later it assimilated the merits of other singing styles and developed into its own, and this was Kunqu. Kunqu reached
its heyday in the mid-17th Century, that is, between the last years of the Ming Dynasty and the early Qing Dynasty. It was
the dominating operatic genre in China for almost two hundred years until it was replaced by Peking opera towards the mid-
Qing Dynasty. In the 1950s, an adaptation of a traditional Kunqu opera, Fifteen Strings of Cash, by Zhou Chuanying, Wang
Chuansong et al caused a sensation in China. It was so successful that there was the saying at the time, “one single show saved a
whole genre of operatic art”. With this, Kunqu opera faced a revival.

Kunqu incorporates singing, dance, martial arts and literature and is a showcase of a variety of performing art forms. It is unique
in that “there is no song that does not go with dance, and no dance that does not go with a song”. The performing routines require
strict adherence but are rich in variety by themselves. Such distinct features make Kunqu the role model for other regional operatic
genres. In 2001, UNESCO declared nineteen items as “Masterpieces of the Oral and Intangible Heritage of Humanity”, of which
Kunqu of China was one.

Roles Types and Their Sub-categories in Kunqu Opera

Role types in Kunqu Opera can be divided into five main categories: sheng, dan, jing, fu and chou. Within each category, there are
also many sub-categories, each with its own characteristics. The following is a brief description of the sheng and dan role types and
their sub-categories:

Sheng (Male):

Laosheng (old man): It requires good singing skills, with a voice that is of a higher register but broad.

Laowai (man of senior position): This refers to male characters senior in both age and social status. It also requires good singing
skills, but the voice must be deep and forceful.

Fumo (impoverished old man): This refers to male characters who are old, suffering from poverty and low social status.
Daguansheng (man of distinction and in their prime): This refers to male characters who are of a high social position and in
their prime of life. The voice should have a broad range and the tone quality should be brilliant. The stylized movements need to
show cultivated bearing.

Xiaoguansheng (young man of distinction): This refers to male characters who are of a high social position but rather junior in
years. The repertoire puts emphasis on both singing and acting. The stylized movements need to show cultivated bearing but at the
same time must be lively in demeanor.

Jinsheng (scholar): This refers to male characters with a handsome flair. The persona requires scholastic temperaments, fine airs,
and a sweet, rich voice.

Kusheng (down-and-out young man): This refers to young male characters who are suffering from a poor turn of fortune.
Zhiweisheng (young man with pheasant feather headgear): This refers to young male characters who have good martial are skills.
The role requires versatility in both civil and military training, in particular the showmanship of playing with the pheasant feathers.

Dan (Female):

Laodan (old woman): This refers to characters who play matron or matriarch roles. The voice must be broad in range and
brilliant in tone colour. The personae are mostly wise, loving mothers with principle who can raise children of good character.
Zhengdan (middle-aged woman): This role type requires a good delivery and hence a sonorous voice. The characters are mostly
suffering souls of high morals and chastity.

Zuodan (youngster): This role type includes vivacious young girls or young men, or even children. The characters require a soft
voice and flexibility in movements.

Sidan (fourth female role): This role type is also known as cishadan, or ‘the female assassin’, and requires martial art skills, but the
shrew is also included in this category.

Widan (fifth female role): This refers to high-born young ladies, and is therefore also known as guimendan.

Liudan (sixth female role): This refers to the handmaids who serve high-born ladies. Also known as tiedan, it requires a vivacious,
smart interpretation of the role.

]1ng (Painted Face): This role type is subdivided into the damian (large face) and baimian (white face) categories. For the
former, there are the red and the black faces; and for the latter, ‘the stilted face’ and ‘the dirty white face’.

Fu (Supporting Role): Also referred to as erhuamian (the second-line painted face), this is a mixture of the jing and the

chou role types, but the character is often depicted as treacherous.

Chou (Comic Role): Also referred to as xiaomian (small face) or sanhuamian (the third-line painted face), the role type

depicts the guileless, humble little men of no important social status.
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The story takes place in the Southern Song period (960-1279). Du Bao, Prefect of Nan'an, is a very strict parent. His daughter,
Liniang, is a clever and sweet beauty. Her father has hired a private tutor, Chen Zuiliang, to teach her at home, so she is confined
to the boudoir. One spring day, she steals from her boudoir and goes to the back garden with her maid, Chunxiang. As she sees
the beautiful spring scene, her amorous heart is awakened. She falls asleep in the garden and dreams of having an amoureuse
relationship with a handsome scholar at the Peony Pavilion. She wakes up and the dream is so vivid that she begins to pine for
her lover, so much so that she goes into the garden repeated, trying to revive that dream. Failing that, she grows despondent, falls
ill, and soon dies. On her deathbed, she asks Chunxiang to leave a portrait of herself that she has drawn under the rockery in the
garden, and also expresses her last wish to be buried next to the Peony Pavilion. Her father, Prefect Du, receives an imperial order to
leave Nan’an because he is promoted. This former residence is then turned into a shrine. He also orders Chen the Tutor and Sister
Stone, the Taoist sorceress, to stay there as keepers.

After her death, Liniang’s soul is still pining to find the scholar in her dream. She seeks for him everywhere, even to the
Netherworld. Later, with the help of the God of Flowers and Judge Hu of the Netherworld, she is permitted to return to the world
of the living.

Three years pass. A scholar from the South, by the name of Liu Mengmei, happens to be on a leisurely tour of self-education and
arrives in Nan'an. He asks to be put up at the Plum Shrine. When taking a walk in the back garden, he finds a portrait of a beauty

whose face looks familiar. He recalls that he might have met her in his dreams. Enamoured of her beauty, he addresses her portrait
and invokes her to come out and meet him. Later, Liniang is resurrected and the two are finally united in love.
